-Phil Bent gave update on Christmas dune fire.
-Russell Davis working on specifications to allow bidding of Ocean Dr. work—expects to have specifications complete by mid-March.  Discussion of whether it would be adviseable to engage transportation engineer to take core samples of roadway.

-Susan Carney and Gail and Paul Boyle attended and proposed plan to obtain multiple bids for Ocean Dr work, keep $30k in reserve, and specially assess Ocean Dr. residents for disproportionate percentage of roadwork.  Board discussed proposal and agreed that multiple bids were advisable, maintaining a reserve was advisable, but there was no mechanism in the HOA governing documents to specially assess a class of homeowners.
